* Most developing countries are part of a so-called preferential agreement with the EU. This means that they are able to export most of their products to the EU to a lower tariff. The aim is to increase the market access and competitiveness of products from developing countries. However, the product can only be imported to Sweden to the lower duty if the rules of origin are met and the shipment is accompanied by a so-called certificate of origin, a “form A” or an “EUR 1”.

Requirements

The importer in Sweden has to be registered as an importer of food, which is a formality done through the National Food Administration
.

Food products can not contain certain prohibited substances. All added substances should be clearly marked and indicated in the list of ingredients. It is the importer’s responsibility to compare the list of ingredients with the list of prohibited substances.
Labelling

All food, sold in Sweden, has to be marked in Swedish
 and clearly show:

1. Trade Name 

2. List of ingredients

3. Quantity of ingredients 

4. Net weight 

5. Date (best before) or last date of consumption

6. Special instructions for storage or use

7. Name of importer or name of company and address 

Ecological and organic food products

If your product is certified as organic by the EU there should be no obstacles in exporting the goods to Sweden and labelling them as organic. This must however be supported by a certificate. 

If the product is not certified by the EU it is the responsibility of the importer to guarantee that the coffee has been produced and controlled in a sufficient way to meet the demands and requirements set out by the EU. The coffee must be controlled in the exporting country by an agency recognised in one of the EU member states.

The governing authority in Sweden is KRAV. For further information please visit http://www.krav.se/english.asp. The importer must apply for a license to sell the product as ecological.
